« Math, Chemistry, Biology and some Baccalaureate Core are priority courses to complete before transferring

to OSU.

« For BioHealth Sciences students, the best time to transfer is fall term, particularly due to the required three

term science series courses.
- Itis important to speak with a College of Science Advisor early on, and often, to ensure correct course

selection and sequencing.
