Your Bachelor’s Degree (BS) in the College of Science
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e A minimum of 180 credits are required for
graduation; 60 must be upper division (300
and 400-level courses).

e A maximum of 135 credits earned at a
community college may be applied toward a
bachelor’'s degree at OSU.

e Only courses with letter prefixes and numbers
above 100 can be accepted.

e Some courses can count towards your major
and the Baccalaureate Core. Check with your
advisor.

e Itis required for Mathematics majors to take two courses from a sequence in one of the following subjects:
Physics (strongly recommended), Biology, Chemistry, or Geology.

e Itis important to speak with a College of Science Advisor early on, and often, to ensure correct course

selection and sequencing.

e Students do not have to complete a transfer degree in order to transfer to OSU.
o If you've completed the Oregon AAOT, all requirements of the Baccalaureate Core are complete
except for Synthesis Courses and Writing Intensive Courses.
